 This Sunday’s gospel often raises eyebrows 
for people who believe in a meritocracy or the idea of a 
transactional relationship with the God who created 
and sustains us in bad as well as good times.         
Forgetting those latter characteristics of God and   
especially the promise all of us have been given of 
eternal happiness in the Divine’s embrace can cause 
the sort of confusion and lack of “fairness” this gospel 
often evokes. 
 
 From my own perspective, this gospel often 
calls to mind the unemployed and the less gifted who 
must depend on our outreach for the daily sustenance 
and encouragement the less compassionate would 
deny them. As members of the body of Christ we are 
called to understand and empathize with the less   
fortunate whom Christ always sought out in order to 
heal, feed and nurture regardless of their merits or 
what they earned of his countless blessings. 
 
 This weekend is the DAA commitment    
weekend in which all of us are asked not to assess 
what share of DAA funds and ministries are sent our 
way. Rather we are tasked with making a truly        
sacrificial offering to the DAA, envisioning, as we do 
so, the 2000 flood families in Eastern Kentucky who 
now have homes restored by your generosity; the 14 
parishes where wonderful pastors like Fr. Frank 
Brawner have reassumed pastoral roles they might not 
have without your great generosity and many more 
such uses for which the DAA campaign is so much 
more than “fair.”
